    Dr. Konstantinos Pappas serves as the Associate Director of the Texas A&M Energy Institute, and Adjunct Professor of the Department of Biological and Agricultural Engineering of Texas A&M University. With a 28-year career in program management, policy development, and research, he brings extensive experience, including senior roles within the European Commission. His work has focused on integrating resource considerations into strategic frameworks. Since 2018, he has directed major projects, emphasizing stakeholder engagement in areas such as Carbon Capture, Energy Systems, and related fields. Dr. Pappas' research focuses on the societal dimensions of resource management, including the impacts of energy challenges on communities and the importance of engaging stakeholders. Through collaborations with the United Nations Disaster Risk Reduction Office and NATO, his recent work has addressed the interconnected challenges of water, energy, and food in the context of changing environmental conditions, population movements, and security. As a member of the Regional Science & Technical Advisory Group of the UNDRR Regional Office for the Americas and the Caribbean, Dr. Pappas contributed to the Mid-Term Review of the Sendai Framework and studied the impact of underlying social, economic, and political vulnerabilities on the energy-food-migration nexus in the Northern Triangle. Furthermore, Dr. Pappas has significant experience addressing issues related to population movement and local development in the South Mediterranean, as well as resource interconnections in the region, through projects in Jordan, Egypt, Lebanon, Greece, and Italy.
